Listening and Attention


Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.


Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.





Understanding 


Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.


Understands use of objects i.e. ‘what do we use to cut things?’


Speaking


Uses talk pretending that objects stand for something else in play e.g. ‘this box is my castle’


Uses vocabulary focused on people of particular importance to them. 








Personal, Social and Emotional 


Making Relationships


Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas. 


Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing. 


Initiates play offering cues to peer to join them.  





Self-confidence and Self-awareness


Can select and use resources with help. 


Welcomes and values praise for what they have done. 


Confident to talk to other children when playing and will communicate about own home and community. 





Managing Feels and Behaviour


Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others. 


Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others. 


Can usually tolerate delay when needs are not immediately met, and understands wishes may not always be met.





Physical Development 


Moving and Handling 


Move freely with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways, such as slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, running, jumping, skipping, sliding and hopping. 


Runs skilfully and negotiates space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles. 


Uses one handed tools and equipment, e.g. makes snips in paper with child scissors. 





Health and Self-care


Can tell adults when they are hungry or tired or when they want to rest or play.  


Understands that equipment and tools have to be used safely. 


Can attend to toileting needs most of the time by themselves. 


Can wash and dry hands. 
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Literacy 


Reading


Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one to one and in a small group. 


Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events in rhymes and stories. 


Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


Holds books the correct way up and turns pages. 


Handles books carefully.  





Writing	


Sometimes giving meaning to marks as they draw and paint. 


Ascribe meaning to marks that they see in different places. 











Understanding of the world 


People and Communities


Show an interest in the lives of people who are familiar to them. 


Remembers and talks about significant events in their own experience.





The World


Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world. 





Technology


Knows how to operate simple equipment, e. g. turns on a CD player and uses remote control. 


Shows an interest in technological toys with knobs, or pulleys, or real objects such as cameras or mobile phones.








Expressive arts and design 


Exploring using media and materials


Enjoys joining in with dancing and ring games. 


Sings a few familiar songs.


Begin to move rhythmically. 


Initiates movement in response to music. 


Uses various construction materials.


Joins construction pieces together to build and balance.





Being imaginative 


Developing preference for forms of expression. 


Creates movement in response to music.


Sings to self and makes up simple songs. 


Engages in imaginative role-play based on first hand experiences. 








Mathematics 


Number


Use some number names and number language spontaneously. 


Recites numbers in order to 10.  


Realises not only objects, but anything can be counted including steps, claps or jumps.





Shape, Space and Measure


Shows interest in shape with a sustained construction activity or by talking about shape or arrangements. 


Beginning to talk about the shape of everyday objects, e.g. ‘round’ and ‘tall’
