I can plan what I am going to write by writing down ideas and/or saying them out loud


I can check what I have written by re-reading to make sure it makes sense


I can retell familiar stories


I can discuss poems I hear and the vocabulary used


I can use poems I hear to create my own farmyard poem


I can organise and plan my ideas to help me compose my own set of instructions


I can use time adverbials and different verbs when writing instructions

Knowledge and Understanding of the world (Science, Geography, History, RE)





Context of learning: Health and growth. What would it have been like to live in Newbury over 100 years ago?


I can understand why we need to eat food


I can say what I need to do to stay healthy


I can carry out a science investigation


I can gather information about a place in the past by using different artefacts, such as aerial photographs


I know how Newbury has changed and what helped the town grow and develop





Problem solving, reasoning and numeracy





Context: of learning: Number and the number system, fractions, telling the time, data handling


Possible outcomes: 


I can count in steps of 2 and 5 from 0 up 10 in 2’s and 50 in 5’s. (evens numbers)


I can read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words


I can recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number (tens,


ones)


I can compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs


I can add/subtract a 2-digit and ones, 2-digit and tens


I can use place value and number facts to solve problems








Physical Development (PE)





Possible outcomes: 


I can perform simple activities that use my skills of balance and co-ordination


I can copy and repeat simple actions and sequences


I can evaluate myself and others





Personal, social and emotional development





Possible outcomes:


I can understand that food is an important part of different celebrations and festivals


I can say where different foods come from


I can work with other people and respect what they say or do
